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A  Week in the Liturgy  
 

Sunday is not the only day we should pray and bless the Lord. As individuals and as families all are encouraged to meditate daily on the Sacred 
Scriptures and read about the lives of the holy men and women that have blessed our Church. Below is a daily listing of the Scripture readings 
used in daily Mass and reflections corresponding to these Scriptural passages. Jesus asked his apostles in the Garden of Gethsemane if they 
could not stay up and pray with him for one hour. Can we not find a few minutes each day to spend with our Lord in prayer?  

 
FOURTEENTH WEEK IN ORDINARY TIME 

 
MONDAY, July 5    Weekday 
St. Anthony Mary Zaccaria, priest 
Hosea 2:16, 17c-18, 21-22  Matthew 9:18-26 
FIRST READING: The prophet Hosea employs the language of 
courtship and marriage to speak of Godôs fidelity to his people.  The 
God who has spoken tenderly of his love enables fidelity and the 
mercy that life-long fidelity produces.  As we are caught up in the 
tenderness of Godôs love, he enables in us the fidelity we could not 
accomplish without him. 
GOSPEL: Jesusô capacity to heal leads to an explosion of faith in 
him on the part of those in need.  The synagogue leader and the 
woman suffering from hemorrhages reach out to him with deep faith 
in his healing and life-giving presence.  As believers, our lives need 
to be marked by hearts open to welcome the gift of faith, especially 
when confronted with situations beyond our control. 
 
TUESDAY, July 6   Weekday 
St. Maria Goretti, virgin, martyr 
Hosea 8:4-7, 11-13   Matthew 9:32-38 
FIRST READING: Hosea denounces Israel for its idolatrous 
practices of worshipping graven images and anointing a king not of 
Godôs choosing.  As Hosea challenges Israel to turn from its sinful 
ways, he proclaims that Israelôs own efforts at repentance become 
moments of sin, revealing the depth and breath of their separation 
from God.  When the Lord calls us to repentance, we are called to 
return to him in the manner and with the spirit that God desires. 
GOSPEL: Jesus, who came to announce the Good News of 
salvation, expels a demon enabling a mute to speak.  Jesus seeks 
to heal each of us from whatever prevents us from giving voice to 
the faith that lives deep within us.  Since Jesus recognizes our need 
to be shepherded in his truth and love, he teaches us to pray for the 
laborers needed to harvest the fruit of his word. 
 
WEDNESDAY, July 7   Weekday 
Hosea 10:1-3, 7-8, 12   Matthew 10:1-7 
FIRST READING: Hoseaôs prophecy exposes the inner poverty of 
Israel despite its external prosperity.  Although the one God and 
Lord of creation blessed Israel with abundance, the people set up 
altars and pillars in honor of false gods. 
GOSPEL: Jesus summons the apostles and bestows upon them a 
share in his mission of healing and proclaiming the kingdom.  The 
apostlesô share in Jesusô mission is more than a call to imitation; it 
contains the empowerment needed for that very imitation.  The Lord 
who sends the Church on mission in his name provides the strength 
the Church needs to carry her mission to fruition. 
 
 
 

 
THURSDAY, July 8   Weekday 
Hosea 11:1-4, 8c-9   Matthew 10:7-15 
FIRST READING:  Hosea images God as a most tender and loving 
father to Israel.  Even though Israel has not recognized the manifold 
ways that God has bent down to care for his people, he will remain 
compassionate.  Godôs heart is overwhelmed not with a passion to 
destroy, but with a passion to build up his people in love. 
GOSPEL: As he sends forth the apostles in mission, Jesus 
counsels them to rely on the gifts they have already received and to 
rely on the hospitality of strangers. The apostles were sent forth 
poor in material goods but rich in faith.  In their total reliance on 
Christ, some doors would be open to them while others would 
remain closed.  Whether their message was accepted or rejected, 
total reliance upon Christ was the hallmark of their ministry. 
 
Friday, July 9    Weekday 
St. Augustine Zhao Rong, priest, martyr,  
and his companions, martyrs 
Hoseah 14:2-10    Matthew 10;16-23 
FIRST READING: Hosea fervently pleads with Israel to return to the 
Lord, who awaits his people with a forgiving heart.  As he 
challenges Israel to recognize the decay that resulted from sin, 
Hosea offers images of blossoming plants and sturdy, deep-rooted 
trees to portray the fullness of life God desires to bring to his people.  
Foreign powers and our strength cannot save us; only a return to 
the Lord with a plea for mercy can attain salvation. 
GOSPEL: Jesus, aware that the preaching of the Gospel will be 
opposed, counsels his disciples to be prepared to rely on the Holy 
Spirit.  He does not provide tactics for softening the impact of the 
rejection of the preaching of the Gospel or clever strategies to find 
oneself enamored by others.  Jesus teaches that we must learn to 
rely on the Holy Spirit, whose very words will be given to us. 
 
Saturday, July 10   Weekday 
Isaiah 6:1-8    Matthew 10:24-33 
FIRST READING: Isaiah, a sinner living in the midst of a sinful 
people, is called to be Godôs messenger.  Isaiahôs initial experience 
of terror, evoked by his vision of godôs glory, is transformed by his 
forgiveness into an experience of total availability to all that God 
would require of him.  Godôs grace moves Isaiah from fear for his life 
to making a gift of his life to him. 
GOSPEL: Jesus teaches his apostles not to be intimidated by those 
who will oppose them, but to trust in Godôs providential care and 
tender love.  In this spirit, the disciples will become more and more 
like Jesus, their master.  The disciple who follows the example of 
Jesus, the teacher and master, has nothing to fear, for Jesus will 
acknowledge that disciple before Godôs throne.

July 1 begins a new fiscal year for our parish. Financially, we are 
holding our own; however, the offertory collection is down roughly  
$20,000 compared to the previous fiscal yearôs offertory collection. 
We know that the economy has been hurting, but we also cannot 
continue operating our parish if the offertory collection continues to 
decrease. I ask that you please be as generous as possible in 
supporting our parish. We also need many more of you to support 
our SCRIP program. We have generated roughly $17,000 in profit 
from SCRIP this past fiscal year. That is great; however, a parish 
our size should generate more than twice that amount easily! Only 
about 200 households (of 2,000) use SCRIP regularly. 
 
 I donôt like harping on money matters, but one of the 
burdens of a pastor is to worry about having enough money to pay 
the bills! But a BIG THANK YOU to so many of you who do support 
our parish so generously, both in the offertory collection and our 
SCRIP program.
