MONDAY, July 19 Weekday

Michah 6:1-4, 6-8 Matthew 12:38-4
FIRST READING: In Micah’s courtroom scene God accuses his
people of infidelity and questions them concerning his own
goodness toward them. The people convicted of their crime wonder
aloud about the possibilities of restitution for the evil they have
committed. The answer is that true restitution is to live the life that
God has always called them to live, a life of justice, goodness, and
humility.

GOSPEL: In response to a request, Jesus refuses to perform a
sign; yet, he offers a word about the great sign of his Resurrection.
While Jonah'’s preaching led people to repentance, the preaching of
Jesus often falls on deaf ears. We believers today are challenged
to listen and respond to Jesus’ word, for by his rising from the dead,
we know with certainty that one greater than Jonah is with us.

TUESDAY, July 20 Weekday

St. Apollinaris, bishop, martyr (ﬂ
Michah 7:14-15, 18-20 Matthew 12:46-5
FIRST READING: Micah entreats God to shepherd his people and
rejoices in the gift of God’s mercy. God’s greatness is displayed by
his mercy in casting our sin into the depths of the sea. God’s
faithfulness endures forever.

GOSPEL: Jesus extends the intimate bonds of family life beyond
biological relationship to include all those who do God’s will. In so
doing Jesus does not negate family ties, but extends its embrace
beyond its traditional borders. Although for the most part we do not
share biological bonds with one another, in the Church we are one
family in the community of Jesus.

WEDNESDAY, July 21 Weekday

St. Lawrence of Brindisi, priest, doctor m
Jeremiah 1:1, 4-10 Matthew 13:1-9
FIRST READING: Jeremiah recounts his call from God, who
formed and dedicated Jeremiah from the womb. Jeremiah’s
protests are dispelled by God who promises to abide with him and
to deliver him from all danger. This reading reveals his tender love
for all he calls to serve him.

GOSPEL.: Jesus' parable of the sower illustrates God’s generosity
in sowing the seed of his word. Whatever the condition of the soil of
our lives, his word may be poured forth into our hearts. Thus we
are called to make the soil of our lives as receptive to God's word
as possible.

THURSDAY, July 22
St. Mary Magdalene
Jeremiah 2:1-3, 7-8, 12-13 John 20:1-2, 11-18

FIRST READING: Jeremiah describes Israel's movement from a
faithful bride, sacred to God, her husband, to an idolatrous people.
Despite God’s fidelity in leading his people into a land of plenty,
Israel so defiled the land that the question or concern about his
presence among them was no longer asked. In forsaking God they

had built broken cisterns that hold no water.
GOSPEL: As Jesus calls Mary’s name, the veil that prevented her
from seeing him is removed, and Mary recognizes her master and

teacher. Her passionate human desire to find his body did not
provide the lens of faith. Faith required the gift of the Lord’s call to
her. Since faith is our response to God's call, let us beg the Lord to
call our names and let us trust in his love.

French believe she sailed to Marseille in a
small boat, accompanied by her brother
Lazarus, and lived in a cave doing penance for the rest of her life.

Jeremiah 3:14-17 Matthew 13:18-23
FIRST READING: Jeremiah proclaims God's future gathering of a
holy remnant in Zion, which will be shepherded after God’'s own
heart. The community will prosper both in number and in faith.
Every fragment of superstition will be uprooted from their religious
practice, for they will truly know and love the Lord.

GOSPEL: In the explanation of the parable of the sower, Matthew
describes the spiritual status of those to whom the word is preached
as the rationale for various levels of growth. With some frequency,
we ought to take stock of the soil of our lives and ask ourselves how
we might prepare ourselves to receive God’s word to greater effect
in our lives.

SATURDAY, July 24 Weekday
St. Sharbel Makhluf, priest m
Jeremiah 7:1-11 Matthew 13:24-30

FIRST READING: Isaiah proclaims God's call to repentance,
denouncing the hypocrisy of Judah’'s claim concerning its
possession of the temple of the Lord. God will not dwell in their
midst if in their deeds they exploit the resident alien, widow, and
orphan. Their acts of injustice, which include murder, perjury, and
adultery, make of God's temple not a house of prayer, but a den of
thieves.

GOSPEL: The parable of the wheat and weeds illustrates the
admixture of individuals in the life of the Church on earth and the
patience of God in forestalling judgment of the time of the harvest.
in God's wisdom it seems that bearing with evil and adversity among
her own membership will strengthen the Church until its glory is
revealed in the last days.

From Pastor's

The minister of hospitality (or greeter) is a
relatively new role for us Catholics. The
| words hospitality and greeter are not found in
the “Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy” from
the documents of Vatican Il. The General
Instruction of the Roman Missal lists among
the liturgical ministers “those who, in some
places, meet the faithful at the church entrance, lead them to
appropriate places, and direct processions,” but no name is given
to this ministry, nor is it described in any further detail.
The Introduction to the Order of Mass, published in 2004 by the
U.S. Bishops' Committee on the Liturgy as a pastoral resource to
aid in the implementation of the General Instruction, quotes St.
Paul’s instruction to the Romans to “welcome one another as
Christ has welcomed you” (Rom 15:7). It then assigns to the
ushers the task of “welcoming people at the door, providing them
with all necessary books and aids, and helping them find their
places.”

While some entrusted with the task of preparing Catholics
to exercise the various ministries at Sunday Eucharist might argue
that greeters and ushers are distinct ministries, one thing is clear,
ongoing formation of all our ministers is vital and that includes our
ushers/greeters. How does one prepare for this ministry? Can
hospitality be learned? Should we take a course for greeters at Wal
-Mart? Obviously, there are certain facts and skills that can be
easily learned: when to arrive, what to do if someone becomes ill,
where the bulletins are kept and the like.

But it becomes more difficult to develop a sense of this
ministry. All the various liturgical ministers must work together for a
common goal. More difficult yet is teaching the deeper issues: Why
are we doing this in the first place? What purpose does welcoming
serve? Why do we feel we need this ministry now, when we got by
for so many years without it?

Perhaps one reason Catholics did not feel the need to
welcome people coming to Sunday Mass was that we had been
taught we “had to go.” Inviting Catholics to Sunday Mass was
simply unnecessary—like the U.S. Government “inviting” you to
pay income tax; you do it or else! For some, obligation may still be
the primary reason for attending Mass. Today we have to do more
than threaten; we have to invite and welcome. The U.S. bishops, in
their Message to Young Adults in 1995, state: “We acknowledge
the pain many of you speak of in feeling unwelcome and alone—
strangers in the house of God.” The bishops apologize for past
failures to extend hospitality and express their hope that in the
future, “anyone who enters a Catholic church for Mass, or at any
other time, will feel comfortable and welcome.”

During these next several weeks, we will be focusing on
this liturgical ministry of hospitality. We have many outstanding
greeters and ushers already, who do a wonderful job. But, as with
anything else, we can do even better. And we will need your help
doing it. We will need many more greeters/ushers to take on this
responsibility. So in these coming weeks we will be active
recruiting more of our parishioners to volunteer for this ministry. So
stay tuned! ~

ready. | could think of many times when | “did all the work” and
someone else sat around being “friendly.” | can well remember
how that made me feel. Haven't we all known people who can't
seem to get their bodies into the “kitchen” to help. However,
haven’t we also known people who were so busy working that they
didn’t have time for the guests? My guess is that all of us have, at
one time or another, fallen into one of those patterns. But the
scripture commentaries tell us that was not the point of the story.
Hospitality was important but the welcoming of the guest can never
be more important than the guests themselves.

Well, that puts all this into perspective, doesn't it?

| think, too, that this story is a story of maturing. In the normal
pattern of things we eventually leave behind the busyness of
“doing” and settle more into a more reflective way of “being.”

As we age, even though we may seem to have “less time,” the time
we have is often more ours to make choices about. We can give
our “Mary” a chance to sit at the feet of Jesus a little more often.
We can take the time for prayer at home, or in our cars, or in the
church with more regularity. And we, too, can sit in the presence of
Jesus as we sit with our friends and with our family without our
busy schedule getting in the way of looking into the face of Jesus
before us.
