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A  Week in the Liturgy 
 

Sunday is not the only day we should pray and bless the Lord. As individuals and as families all are encouraged to meditate daily on the Sacred 
Scriptures and read about the lives of the holy men and women that have blessed our Church. Below is a daily listing of the Scripture readings 
used in daily Mass and reflections corresponding to these Scriptural passages. Jesus asked his apostles in the Garden of Gethsemane if they 
could not stay up and pray with him for one hour. Can we not find a few minutes each day to spend with our Lord in prayer?  

SEVENTEENTH WEEK IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

MONDAY, July 26   Memorial 
Sts. Joachim and Anne, parents of the Blessed Virgin Mary 
Jeremiah 13:1-11   Matthew 13:31-35 
FIRST READING: On the memorial of Joachim and Anne, the Book of Sirach 
extols the blessings of godly ancestors on future generations.  Their memory is 
held in esteem, for they are worthy of imitation.  As the Church rejoices in the 
ancestors of Mary, we are invited to celebrate the holy women and men who 
have gone before us in faith and who have bequeathed to us a tradition of 
loving obedience to God and of care for our neighbor.  May we walk in the 
ways of these holy women and men, so that one day we may be an example to 
all those who will come after us in the life of faith. 
GOSPEL:  Jesus proclaims those blessed who experience in his presence the 
fulfillment of the prophets.  When our eyes are open in faith to behold Christ’s 
presence among us, we are truly blessed.  May we live our lives such that 
Jesus’ promise to abide with his disciples until the end of time is realized in us 
and made manifest as a sacrament to the world. 

TODAY’S SAINTS: The tradition of Saints Joachim and 
Anne is not scriptural but comes mostly from the 
apocryphal Protoevangelium of James. It became 
popular in the thirteenth century when Jacobus de 
Voragine retold the story in his “Golden Legend,” which 
was very popular in the Middle Ages.  The story of the 
conception of Mary echoes that of Samuel: Joachim and 
Anne are a childless couple who pray to have children 

and promise to dedicate their child to God.  Each is told by an angel that they 
will conceive, and afterward they meet at a gate of Jerusalem and embrace in 
joy. This event has been depicted in art by artists such as Dürer and Giotto. 
 

TUESDAY, July 27   Weekday 
Jeremiah 14:17-22   Matthew 13:36-43 
FIRST READING: Jeremiah’s lamentation is filled with sorrow and a plea for 
mercy.  Jeremiah laments the destruction that overwhelms Jerusalem as the 
result of the people’s wickedness and pleads for mercy not based upon the 
people’s contrition, but for the glory of God’s name.  No human act can restore 
right relationship with God; the Almighty alone can save us. 
GOSPEL: Jesus’ explanation of the parable of the weeds and wheat is almost 
apocalyptic in tone.  False teachers and evildoers will be thrust into a fiery 
furnace, while the holy ones will shine in the kingdom.  Although weeds and 
wheat cannot morph into one another, Jesus’ comment that we ought to heed 
this warning suggests that the faithful need to preserve the gifts entrusted to 
them, and that others need to repent and turn to the truth.  Those who heed 
Christ’s warning will share in everlasting life. 
 

WEDNESDAY, July 28   Weekday 
Jeremiah 15:10, 16-21   Matthew 13:44-46 
FIRST READING: Jeremiah turns to the Lord in prayer, expressing the 
hardship he has endured as God’s prophet.  At first he found great joy in 
devouring and proclaiming God’s word, but that initial joy has turned into 
sorrow and lamentation.  God hears Jeremiah’s supplication and declares that 
if Jeremiah turns more fully to the Lord, he will be delivered from his enemies.  
In every hardship the Lord calls us to deeper relationship with him. 
GOSPEL: Today’s parables call us to reflect on the value we place on our faith 
and relationship to Jesus Christ.  Is my relationship to the Lord so valuable that 
everything else is secondary to it?  Do I, like Saint Paul, see all else as rubbish 
in comparison to my relationship with Christ? 
 

THURSDAY, July 29   Memorial 
St. Martha 
Jeremiah18:1-6    John 11:19-27 
FIRST READING: Jeremiah, called by God to go to the potter’s house, 
observes the potter fashioning clay and is reminded of Israel’s need to be 

supple in God’s hands so as to be shaped and molded according to God’s 
design.  When our resistance apparently thwarts God’s plan, he continues to 
mold and shape us anew, for he is faithful in his loving intention toward us. 
GOSPEL: In the unfolding of John’s account of the Gospel, Martha is the first 
to proclaim faith in Jesus as the Resurrection and as Messiah, the Son of God 
in a single profession.  Her grief over her brother’s death did not cause her to 
lose hop in Jesus’ message and person.  In fact, as she encounters Jesus in 
the midst of her grief, her faith and hope are strengthened.  Her grief gives way 
to a proclamation of hope. 

TODAY’S SAINT: Martha was the sister of Lazarus and 
Mary, friends of Jesus.  She appears to have been a 
practical-minded woman, for she seems to have organized 
the dinner in Luke 10:38-42, and she protests when Jesus 
commands that the stone be rolled from the entrance to 
her brother’s tomb after he’d been dead for three days.  At 
the same time, however, she is one of the few in the 
Gospel to profess her faith in Jesus as the Messiah: “Yes, 

Lord.  I have come to believe that you are the Messiah, the Son of God, the 
one who is coming into the world.” 
 

FRIDAY, July 30    Weekday 

St. Peter Chrysologus, bishop, doctor 
Jeremiah 26:1-9    Matthew 13:54-58 
FIRST READING: Incensed by his preaching, the priests and prophets called 
for Jeremiah’s death.  In his fidelity to God, Jeremiah made known the entirety 
of God’s message, including the decimation of Jerusalem if Israel did not 
repent of its sin.  Blinded to their own need for repentance and complacent in 
their following of the Lord, the call to repentance and the prophet who voiced it 
were rejected.  May we be open to the challenging words of the prophets 
whom God raises up for us today. 
GOSPEL: The townspeople rejected Jesus because in their estimation there 
was notion extraordinary about his origin.  In their minds, Jesus was simply 
one of their own.  Yet, the very beauty of the Incarnation is that God in Christ 
chose to become one of our own to redeem us and to restore us to right 
relationship with God.  We rejoice and accept him precisely because as one 
like us he draws near to save us. 
 

SATURDAY, July 31   Memorial 
St. Ignatius of Loyola, priest 
Jeremiah 26:11-16, 24   Matthew 14:1-12 
FIRST READING: On trial for his life, Jeremiah neither begs for mercy nor 
recants his message.  He boldly proclaims the whole of God’s challenging 
word and his own innocence as a spokesperson for him.  In light of his 
testimony, he is protected from death, for a remnant few believe that he truly 
speaks for God. 
GOSPEL: Herod’s guilt at the beheading of John the Baptist led him to the 
erroneous conclusion that Jesus was John raised from the dead.  Herod was 
entrapped in sin’s web due to an injudicious pledge that led him to an act of 
murder and the ensuing damaging effects of overbearing guilt.  May guilt lead 
all people into the embrace of an all-forgiving God and not into the ongoing 
horror of a distorted view of reality and goodness. 

TODAY’S SAINT: Saint Ignatius was the founder and first 
Father General of the Society of Jesus, or Jesuits, and author 
of the Spiritual Exercises.  Born in the Basque region of Spain, 
he joined the army and was severely wounded in battle.  While 
recovering, he read a life of Christ and lives of the saints, and 
decided to emulate them.  He laid his military equipment before 
a statue of Mary at the Benedictine abbey of Montserrat, and 

spent several months in a cave near Manresa.  After making a pilgrimage to 
the Holy Land, he enrolled at the University of Paris, and he gathered six 
companions who would become the first Jesuits. 
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From the Pastor’s Desk… 
 

Dear Parishioners,  
 

I continue my column this week on the 
Ministry of Hospitality that I began speaking 
about last week. Welcoming and hospitality 
become important whenever we need to do 
something together. Fifty years ago, Mass 
was something we did alone. Only recently 
have we come to understand the Eucharist as 

a communal act. Many of you who are slightly older than myself 
(born before 1960) remember when you went to Mass “to pray.” 
You said your prayers and the priest said his. You were “talking to 
God” about your life and your concerns; the priest was “saying 
Mass.” You prayed quietly in English; the priest prayed in Latin. If 
there were other people in church at the same time—five or 500—
they usually did not concern you; they said their prayers and you 
said yours. 
 It has been almost 50 years since the Second Vatican 
Council wrote: “Liturgical services are not private functions, but are 
celebrations of the Church...liturgical services pertain to the whole 
body of the Church” (“Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy,” No. 26). 
This was a revolutionary insight. It changes everything. Mass is not 
a private devotion. There is a proper place and time for private 
prayer and devotions. But we, as church, are doing something 
together. And the priest is not doing “his thing” up front, far away; 
he is presiding, coordinating and leading the community. 
 Changing people’s understanding of Mass from a private 
prayer to a communal act is made more difficult by the fact that as 
Americans we tend to think of “religion” as something private and 
individual. Being religious, American style, is to share in that 
dynamic, but highly personal and ultimately very private enterprise 
of endowing one’s own life with meaning. Sunday Mass, for many 
Catholics, continues to be a highly personal and ultimately very 
private enterprise. This makes hospitality and welcoming both 
more difficult and all the more necessary. 
 What can we do to show that the Eucharist is a communal 
activity? Greeting people at the door is a start. It alerts us to the 
fact that we are going to do something with others. “Welcome” 
implies “I am happy that you have come.” The first impression a 
visitor receives is extremely important. As I have mentioned before, 
we  form an initial opinion on a new setting within the first seven 
seconds of being in that setting. Then we use the remainder of our 
time there to verify this initial feeling. Hence, our greeters at the 
doors is a very important ministry! 

But hospitality is not limited to our greeters and 
ushers. It’s everybody’s ministry. We practice 
hospitality in choosing where we sit. Do we take 
the aisle seat and block access to the rest of the 

pew or chairs? Are those who come after us forced to crawl over 
us to find a place? What does it say to latecomers when the only 
open places are way up front? And how do we acknowledge the 
presence of those who come in and sit next to us? Hospitality is not 
restricted to the ministers at the church door. 
 Obviously, there is a lot to consider when it comes to this 
ministry of hospitality. Also thanks to all who filled out the volunteer 
form last week to become more involved in our Ministry of 
Hospitality.  
 Have a great week!     

Liturgically Speaking… 
 
The Scriptures this weekend speak so 
profoundly about prayer. Prayer is work. It 
requires attention and thoughtfulness.  We 
offer prayer to God, not to change God, but 
to bring about the changes needed in 
ourselves to understand that which God asks 
of us.  

 
When we gather for Liturgy on Sunday 95% of the prayer language 
used is taken from the Roman Missal. (The large red book you see 
Father use at the altar) As the months go on you will hear a lot 
about this missal. It has been in use since 1975 and is in revision. 
Slowly but surely we will learn the revisions and begin to implement 
them in our worship.   
 
To the remaining 5% of prayer space in the Liturgy  we bring our 
own personal prayer.   
 At  every Liturgy, immediately following the Gloria, we have an 
Opening Prayer.  At one time it was called the Collect. You will see 
the server hold the book for the Presider.  You will hear the 
Presider say “let us pray”.  This is to be followed by a short time of 
silence, during which we as the Assembly are to pray as our heart 
leads us.  Only then will you hear the Presider begin, what could be 
called the end of the prayer.  He intentionally  “collects” all of those 
silent prayers we have just offered and holds them in the formal 
prayer he offers aloud. 
 
The second place in the Liturgy where the prayer words are our 
own is during the Prayer of the Faithful, also known as the General 
Intercessions.  There are a variety of printed resources put out 
which we can lift prayers from for each week; however, at Most 
Blessed Sacrament our own people in the pews prepare the 
prayers you hear.  Presently there are six people serving in this 
ministry.  They  create these prayers with the Scriptures in one 
hand and the newspaper in the other.  They craft prayers that do 
not preach or tell God what do to, but help to open our hearts to 
what we should be doing as people of the Gospel. The prayers 
speak of what we have heard in the scriptures and the personal 
needs that face the world as a whole.  While our people do use the 
printed materials as a resource they work very hard to create 
prayers relevant for our particular parish.  Each person is assigned 
a week, taking a turn approximately every 6 weeks.  They type up 
their prayers and email them to me.  I go over the prayers one final 
time, sometimes having to edit due to length or some last minute 
prayer need that has come up. For the most part I try to step back 
and let the personality of each composer come through. 
 
In a few weeks we will again be asking people to help with this 
ministry. Is prayer in your heart?  Are your eyes open to the world 
around you? Do you have the gift for taking ordinary words and 
making them words for God?  Perhaps God is calling you to this 
ministry. May all be well. 
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Pastoral Ministry  
with Senior Members… 
 

 “Lord, teach us to pray.”  The gospel 
for this Sunday tells us that the disciples 
made this request to Jesus after 
observing him praying.   
 

Now those disciples knew how to pray 
because  they were good Jews and 
good Jews were taught from little on 

how to pray just as good Christian parents have through the ages 
taught their children how to pray.  Remember teaching your 
children how to fold their hands, what words to say to thank or ask 
God for help.  And then when they were old enough the rote 
prayers such as the Our Father and Hail Mary were added. 
 

Those prayers and many others were taught and used by all of us 
for many years.   Maybe you still have a familiar prayer book. 
 

However, as we move into the later stages of life we may find that 
the old ways—while good—are not enough for us now.  There is 
nothing wrong with this feeling.  Maybe God is calling us to new 
forms of prayer.    
 

We ask as the disciples did, “Lord, teach us to pray.” And we ask 
with the assurance that our request will be honored. 
 

It seems that every year there are more and more books published 
that deal with a variety of ways of praying. Some deal with praying 
with a pencil or pen for writing, others may used art materials such 
as markers or paints.   I am not a knitter, but I know people who are 
and they assure me that knitting can put them in a meditative 
prayerful state.    
 

Because I come into work at an early hour I see many folks out 
walking before the sun is up.  My guess is that some if not many of 
them are praying.  They may phrase it in non-church words, like 
this is my time to be quiet or to be grateful or to be at one with 
nature. Their words aren’t important but they somehow sense that 
they are coming into the presence of God in morning walk. 
 

Other people find the hour spent at the Adoration Chapel a fine way 
of being with God using words or without any need of words.   Still 
others may find the use of a daily devotional or just sitting with the 
Bible itself.  Some find the experience of reading the newspaper as 
a call to lift up to God the many concerns they have just read about 
and to call down blessings on our world. The rosary remains an 
important prayer tool for many.   
 

What ways of praying have remained the same for you over the 
years?  In what ways have they changed?  It’s good to think of 
these things once in awhile.   
 

Our God continues to call us into new ways of being in the Divine 
Presence.  Let us on this summer weekend rejoice in the fact that 
indeed our God can teach an “old dog new tricks” and so like the 
disciples we can say, “Lord, teach me to pray.”
